Continuing Garnishment for Child Support - Whenever, in violation of the terms of the order,
there shall have been a failure to make the support payments, so that the amount unpaid is equal to or
greater than the amount payable for one month, the payments required to be made may also be
collected by the process of continuing garnishment for support.

U [Optional] If the following insurance coverage later becomes available to either
party: U Health (medical, mental health and hospitalization); O Dental; and/or 1O
Vision, the parties agree that he/she shall obtain that coverage and the cost of
maintaining the insurance (the child(ren)’s share) shall be split equally (50/50)
between the parties. When insurance has been obtained by either party, Paragraphs
14(a)(1) and (2) shall apply.

Uninsured Health Care Expenses for the Children.
